“The Role of Language Assistants in Bilingual Education: Their Needs and Expectations”

In the Region of Madrid, bilingual education has impacted teachers’ daily lives and reconfigured
teaching practice in many ways, and the systematic incorporation of native language assistants
to the classroom is a noteworthy case in point. In the last two decades, language assistants
(LAs) have become members of bilingual schools in their own right, and according to recent in-
vestigations, their role is important to boost students” motivation, develop their communicative
skills and increase intercultural awareness.

This practical seminar is meant to provide a nuanced view into the affordances of LAs as educa-
tion agents and key human resources in the language class. For that we will apply a bottom-up
approach: we will outline the profile of LAs participating in UCETAM schools, tap into their opi-
nions and describe their needs and expectations towards their regular duties. Besides, in an
experiential and participatory manner, we will address the needs and expectations of the other
stakeholders participating in this seminar, and discuss possible solutions for the challenges that
arise in everyday practice, i.e., the need for coordination and some LA’s lack of training. In line
with this, we will also present our UCETAM LA’s training course, an in-service course designed
jointly with Universidad Autdnoma de Madrid, and the preliminary results of this training.

Biodata:

Dr. Maria Ferndndez Aguero holds an M.A. in English as a Foreign Language Teacher Education
and a Ph.D. in English Studies from UNED, the Spanish National University of Distance Education.
She works as a tenured professor at Universidad Auténoma de Madrid, where she is involved in
pre-service and in-service teacher training from pre-primary to tertiary level. She also partici-
pates in in-service teacher training and postgraduate programmes in other institutions in Spain
and abroad. Her main research interests are second language teaching and teacher training in
bilingual contexts, with a focus on the development of Intercultural Communicative Competen-
ce. To that end, she has participated in national and international projects on applied linguistics
and foreign language teacher training.

Dr. Lidia Mafioso-Pacheco holds a M.A.in English Linguistics: New Applications and International
Communication from Universidad Complutense de Madrid (Spain). She has worked as an EFL
teacher and university professor since 2011, Currently, she works as an assistant professor at
the Universidad Autéonoma de Madrid, where she is involved in pre-service and in-service tea-
cher training from pre-primary to tertiary level. Her research interests mainly focus on applied
linguistics to English teaching and critical discourse analysis of media texts. She has published
ten book chapters in edited volumes and more than a dozen scientific papers with high-impact
national and international journals.

Dr. Laura Torres ZUfAiga has a Doctorate in English Philology from the University of Granada, and
two Postgraduate Expert Courses, one in Virtual Learning Environments from the University of
Mdlaga, and another on University Teaching Methodologies from the Autonomous University of
Madrid. She is a lecturer and researcher at the Department of Philologies and Didactics of the
UAM, where she teaches English Language, Syllabus Design and Children’s Literature in English
to pre-service teachers of all educational stages. She also co-directs the Master’s Program in At-
tention to Diversity in Bilingual Schools at UAM. Her research interests center on contemporary
short narrative forms, English language teaching and active learning methodologies.

“CLIL en Infantil”

Content and Language Integrated Learning (CLIL) has recently stepped into pre-pri-
mary education, and it is expected to expand even more in the near future. But to
make the most of this approach, it has to be suited to the main principles of Early
Childhood Education and Care (ECEC), and thus, respect very young learners’ idiosy-
ncratic features in terms of their development and acquisition. The main aim of this
practical workshop is to explore the potential applicability of CLIL for pre-primary
education, and discuss common misconceptions. The teachers will be encouraged to
actively participate in peer and group work and there will be some time for questions
at the end of the workshop.

Do you sometimes feel that your students are not learning enough in your English les-
sons? Would you like to help them to grow as learners? Welcome to ‘One step beyond
in bilingual education: The Literacy Approach’.

Over the past seven years, we have developed an approach to English language
teaching that focuses on real communication, on building students’ learning, thinking
and academic skills, and thus making language teaching meaningful, memorable and
motivating.

The students’ oral and written production improves significantly, not only in the sub-
ject of English but in those taught in this language. In this workshop you will learn the
basics of this approach and start experimenting with it.

Eva Jechimer holds a PhD in Modern Languages and Master in Bilingual Education
from the University of Alcald. Degree in Primary Education from Complutense Univer-
sity of Madrid. Eva Jechimer is a Primary Teacher in a bilingual school in the Commu-
nity of Madrid. She is also an Associate Professor at the Faculty of Education of the
University of Alcald and at Universidad Pontificia Comillas. This combination provides
a valuable perspective to her investigation in the field of English as a foreign language
teaching in CLIL contexts.

Thus, she be-
gan to research on the Literacy Approach that proposes a more meaningful language
teaching in bilingual contexts as it integrates the language skills organized around
oral and written texts.
